NAWDP LEGISLATIVE UPDATE – June 17, 2010
Senate Considers Funding for Summer Youth/TANF/UI
The Senate has started work on their version of H.R. 4213 – American Jobs and Closing Tax Loopholes Act.  The measure currently under consideration is a substitute amendment, which carries with it the same name/bill number as what the House passed earlier in the month (see June 1st Legislative Update). 
Some of the provisions are quite different than the House-approved measure, but this bill includes some of the most important workforce development supports including:   
· $1 billion for summer youth programs.

· $2.5billion for the extension of TANF (Temporary Assistance for Needy Families) Emergency Contingency Fund, which includes subsidized employment, through FY2011.  
· Extensions of the Emergency Unemployment Compensation program, the Extended Benefits program, and the Federal Additional Compensation of $25/week.

NEXT STEPS:

The start of debate by the Senate is a positive step.  However, the process is far from over.  There are several procedural actions that need to occur before the Senate can complete its work on this.  While the bill contains many funding offsets, concerns remain about the overall price of the bill and we can expect many proposed amendments and substitutions as debate continues.
ACTION NEEDED:

Since it is mid June and no decision has been made about federal funding for summer youth, we need to keep up the pressure.  Please consider reaching out to your Senators to thank them for their efforts on behalf of our nation’s job seekers and employers and to request their support of the Summer Youth Program and TANF Emergency Fund.
